EDUCATIONAL  OBJECTIVES & CONTINUING MEDICAL EDUCATION:

Magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) and Computed Tomography (CT) of the heart are becoming one of the preferred methods to evaluate diseases affecting the heart, central vessels, and/or surrounding structures. The course faculty will review the current status and future of non-invasive cardiovascular imaging with CT and MR. Topics include a basic review and an introduction to updates on the latest research.

Upon the  completion of this course participants  should be able to:

(1) Have basic knowledge of Cardiovascular CT and MR Imaging techniques

(2) Review the clinical indications for the newer CT and MR based angiographic techniques in the     

     evaluation of vascular disease

(3) Utilize cardiac CT techniques to evaluate cardiac anatomy and function

(4) Utilize cardiac CT to evaluate coronary artery disease and myocardial viability

(5) Assess basic imaging protocols for most clinical referrals.

(6) Discuss the basics of Cardiac CT and Coronary CTA Physics

(7) Have a clear understanding of Clinical Applications of Coronary CTA.

(8) Utilize 3D Workstations and Cardiac CT data to evaluate cardiac anatomy and function

(9) Utilize cardiac CT to evaluate coronary artery disease

(10) Understand the radiation risks.
