EDUCATIONAL  OBJECTIVES & CONTINUING MEDICAL EDUCATION:

Magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) of the heart is becoming one of the preferred methods to evaluate diseases affecting the heart, central vessels, and/or surrounding structures.
